The school gate is opened at 8:30am and
closed at 8:40am. Please ensure you are
at school on time every day.

If you are late, you will need to take your
child to the school office, where you will
need to complete a to inform
us of your arrival time and reason for
being late. This will allow us to track
punctuality across the term. Please do
not leave children unattended before
the gate is open, and make sure you
come to the office if you are late.
Arriving late not only disrupts your
child’s learning, but the whole school as
well. Thank you for your support.

Whilst we will do everything we can to
support your child’s reading whilst they
are at school, we need your support at
home. Please read with your child little
and often, at least five times per week.
By writing in their reading record, we
know who is reading at home and it
allows us to support at school.

Reading for Pleasure:

Regularly reading to your child for the
love of it provides a connection between
you and your child. Families who enjoy
reading together have opportunities for
discussion, developing empathy and
attachment. Children who read for
pleasure do better in a wide range of
subjects at school and it positively
impacts children’s wellbeing. Reading for
pleasure gives the benefits of relaxation,
time together, the importance of
building a routine and love of reading.
